Duration of renovations and construction will be no more than twenty-four (24)
months with a renovation cost of $2 million and $3 million for the addition.

B. Description of the Environment to be Affected

The area where this facility is located is in an urban setting with moderately high
traffic. PCC’s use of the facility and its intended expansion would create minimal
environmental impact in that it would bring more traffic to the area than is currently
assumed to be the case. However, the property is zoned R1-medium density multi-
dwelling, which would have a much higher impact on the area in regards to traffic
than will PCC’s planned uses.

C. PCC does not see an environmental effect from the proposed action.

Narrative Explanation;

The existing facility is an Army Reserve Center and is currently being utilized as
office and training space by the Army. The property is located in a densely
populated urban environment. PCC will renovate and add onto the existing main

building.

The surrounding area is mixed uses with housing and commercial uses. Yes, the
area has been zoned for specific uses as medium density residential by the City of
Portland.

Educational use is allowed as a “Conditional Use” in residential zones.
