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Blocks 47-49 Oregon Convention Center Urban Renewal Area

Public Participation Plan

Project Description and Background

A goal of Portland Development Commission (PDC) is the disposition and

redevelopment of Blocks 47 and 49 in the Oregon Convention Center Urban

Renewal Area. PDC owns Blocks 49 and a portion of Block 47, which are

directly across Holladay Street (north) of the Oregon Convention Center.

Blocks 47/49 are undeveloped. PDC has entered into exclusive negotiations

with StarTerra; LLC regarding the purchase of Blocks 47 and 49, EWC has

an option to purchase a major portion of the property between PDC’s Blocks

47 and 49. The combined four-acre site represents one of the largest

remaining developable urban parcels in the city. Developing a four-acre

site, as opposed to the one-acre site held by PDC (Blocks 47 and 49), allows

for a larger mixed use development that would achieve the following

multiple goals and objectives:

e Provide catalytic development in the Lloyd District with uses that support
the Oregon Convention Center and proposed Headquarters Hotel

e Provide a range of new housing that supports the goals of the Lloyd
District Housing Strategy and the City’s “No Net Loss” Housing Goal

¢ Support economic development goals through diversifying the business
activities in the area

e Support revitalization goals by activating an area that is generally
underutilized most times of the day, particularly evenings and weekends

The project will be compatible with:

e The Oregon Convention Center Urban Renewal Plan
Development Vision for the Oregon Convention Center Blocks
Albina Community Plan
Lloyd District Housing Strategy

The ultimate decision-makers will be the PDC Board of Commissioners who
would approve any transfer of Block 47 and 49 to EWC through a
Disposition and Development Agreement.
