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Public Participation Plan

Introduction

The public participation plan provides a guide for informing and seeking input from residents,
stakeholders, and community members regarding the Interstate Corridor Urban Renewal Area
(ICURAC) Transportation and Parks Strategy Updates.

This plan was developed following the PDC Draft Public Participation Manual (July 2005) and in
cooperation with the PDC project manager, project team and Public Participation Manager to
document public participation goals, tools and timeline. This planning process will help to ensure
that the project meets the needs and expectations of the broader community.

Step #1: Project Description

Vanport Square Development is an important PDC initiative that stemmed from a directive in the
Albina Community Plan to revitalize commerce at key nodes along Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd.
- Efforts began in 1997 to acquire specific properties that would be needed to assemble a
significant developable site on the west side of Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. north of Alberta
Street. :

PDC issued a request for proposals for development concepts in July of 2001. In December of
2001 a committee comprised of several nearby residents and business owners selected the
Vanport square Development Team. The team’s proposal included a mixture of retail,
commercial and residential development around a central plaza and is to be constructed in three
distinct phases.

Phase | is located on Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. between NE Emerson and NE Sumner Sts and
consists of 40,000 square foot retail and office center featuring commercial condominiums. Over
90% of the 15 units have been purchased or are in the process of being purchased. This phase is
complete.

Phase 11 is located on NE Garfield Street between NE Emersion and NE Sumner Streets and will
consist of 12 to 16 residential units designed to buffer the existing neighborhood from the
commercial development. The homes will be sold at market rate. The developers and PDC have
decided to delay construction to late 2008 or early 2009 because of market conditions. As with

Phase 11, located on NE Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. between NE Sumner and Alberta Streets,
will consist of an approximately 40,000 square foot fitness center as the anchor tenant with
additional retail space.

Project Outcome .

The implementation of Phases 11 and 111 of the development will provide additional catalytic
stimulus for retail and commercial development along Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. The
completion of Phases II and Il will bring neighborhood services, local retail, and job
opportunities to the community. In addition, it will add market rate housing.
