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Project Description

Background:

Future Rose Quarter development will realize the long-anticipated community vision of a
vibrant, pedestrian-oriented, mixed-use district that showcases leading edge sustainability
practices, creates jobs, and is well integrated and connected with the surrounding
neighborhood and adjacent Lloyd district. The City of Portland (“City”), Portland Development
Commission (“PDC”) and Portland Arena Management--owner and manager of the Rose Garden
Arena and One Center Court and manager of the Memorial Coliseum and Rose Quarter public
parking garages—(“PAM") agree that new development is needed to create a 24/7 vibrancy at
the Rose Quarter.

PDC and PAM began negotiating a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU"}) in January 2009 at
the direction of Mayor Sam Adams. In February 2009, Mayor Adams and Commissioner
Leonard requested PDC to put MOU negotiations with PAM on hold to explore integrating the
PAM-proposed development program and Merritt Paulson’s proposed AAA Baseball stadium at
the Rose Quarter. The most cost-effective location for the stadium was determined to be the
site of Memorial Coliseum; however, there was significant community opposition to
demolishing the Coliseum. For this reason, it was determined that the Memorial Coliseum
would not be demolished to construct a new AAA Baseball stadium at the Rose Quarter.

The City, PDC and PAM executed a MOU in August 2009 based on existing PAM development
and management rights at the Rose Quarter as well as PAM’s significant investment and
presence in the area. City staff, in partnership with PAM, have established a public outreach
process to fully engage the community in a determination on the future of the Memorial
Coliseum and the preparation of a Development Strategy, which will identify the types of uses,
urban design and financial feasibility of future development at the Rose Quarter. The official
kick-off of the project will coincide with the first meeting of the Rose Quarter Stakeholder
Advisory Committee in September 2009.

Project Geographic Area/Connectivity:

The Rose Quarter Development project area is bound by N. Broadway, Interstate-5, the east-
west Light Rail Transit corridor and the Willamette River. The Rose Quarter area serves as
Portland’s eastside transit hub with the MAX Yellow, Blue, and Green lines and several bus lines
as well as a future Streetcar connection along N. Broadway (to be operational in 2011).
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Project Outcome:

The purpose of the Rose Quarter Development project is to create a vibrant, pedestrian-
oriented mixed-use district that showcases leading edge sustainability practices, creates jobs,
and is well integrated and connected with the surrounding neighborhood and adjacent Lloyd
district.

Key objectives include:

Creating jobs

Connecting to the river and future greenway system

Eliminating or mitigating physical barriers such as |-5 and the railroad

Creating memorable spaces and gateways

Developing a pedestrian, transit, and bike-friendly neighborhood

Enhancing existing positive uses

Celebrating the architectural, social, and cultural heritage of eastside neighborhoods
and the Willamette River

Showecase leading edge sustainability practices

e Maximize return on public investment by capitalizing on public transit infrastructure

Budget and Funding:
e $300,000 will be allocated (as of fall 2009) in the Oregon Convention Center Urban
Renewal Area Fiscal Year 2009-10 Amended Budget to provide resources for public
outreach and Memorial Coliseum analysis activities.
