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3. PDC AND PROJECT BACKGROUND

3.1 ABOUT THE PORTLAND DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

Created by a vote of Portland citizens in 1958,
PDC serves as the urban renewal agency for the
City of Portland, Oregon. In 2008, PDC celebrated
its 50th anniversary. Throughout the past five
decades, PDC has played a key role in making
Portland one of Americ a’ s most | ivablse cities. Our
mission is to achieve g ekt g
diverse, sustainable community with healthy
neighborhoods, a vibrant central city, a strong
regional economy and quality jobs and housing
for all. Today, PDC is internationally recognized
as a model for urban renewal success and
sustainable practices.

PDC professionals are focused in the fields of real estate development, finance, construction,
environmental sustainability, urban planning, project management, economic and community
development, architecture, law and other specialties to meet our strategic objectives in three
program areas:

U Revitalization. PDC plays a key role in stimulating and supporting physical and
economic development of the industrial, commercial and neighborhood districts
throughout Portland in order to improve livability and expand opportunities for
affordable housing and quality jobs. This is accomplished by assembling underused
property and making it available for private development; funding and oversight of new
infrastructure (e.g., roads, transit, parks) as well as providing technical and financial
assistance to for-profit and non-profit developers undertaking private projects that are
supportive of public plans and objectives.

U Housing. PDC administers a variety of housing development and finance programs to
help meet Portland’s housing goals of providin
throughout the City that help support broader area and neighborhood development
objectives, as well as accommodate a growing population.

U Jobs. PDC is responsible for developing and implementing strategies and programs that
facilitate retention, growth and diversification of businesses in the City that offer quality
jobs. PDC offers a variety of technical and financial assistance programs to attract new
businesses to the City, as well as retain and support expansion of existing businesses.

In carrying forward our mission over the years, PDC has playedakeyr ol e i n some of Po
most important landmarks, including Pioneer Courthouse Square, Pioneer Place, the Classical

Chinese Garden, Tom McCall Waterfront Park, the Eastbank Esplanade, and Airport and

Interstate MAX Light Rail. In neighborhoods throughout the City, PDC has assisted over 14,000

homeowners repair or purchase their homes over the past 30 years, and provides financing for

over 2,000 units of affordable rental housing annually.
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3.2 PROJECT BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

" The Gateway Regional Center Urban Renewal Area
(t he “ GaURAWaiy one of the City of
Por t | and ' uban eeheval areas. Located at
the confluence of two interstate freeways and three
MAX lines, the Gateway URA is expected to
become a high-density employment center offering
urban amenities, walkable neighborhood serving
businesses, as well as parks and open spaces.

In December 2009, PDCandt he City of Port
Bureau of Parks and Recreation (“PP&R”)

purchased three parcels from two property owners

at 10506-10512, 10520 NE Halsey Street in the Gateway URA (t h e * P r 0)jThedtojecSSitd e ”

is bounded by NE Halsey Street to the north, NE 106th Avenue to the east, NE Wasco Street to

the south, and NE 104th Avenue to the west. Aerial photos of the Project Site can be found

below in this section and in EXHIBIT A of this RFP. The combined parcels are approximately 4.2

acres in size. PDC and PP&R, which share in joint title of all three parcels, agree that this four-

acre property makes an excellent site for a three-acre park with one-acre of supporting and
complementary redevelopment.

Redevelopment of this property accomplishes several goals:

U Blight Removal. This property has been largely vacant for years. The southern parcel
which has been home to a dry cleaner, bowling alley, and bingo hall, has sat vacant since
a building fire in the early 2000s. The northern parcel was once home to a series of
buffet restaurants, the last of these establishments went out of business in summer 2008.
Eliminating blight on this property will meet a key PDC goal for the URA.

U Park Development. Gat eway has | ong been identif+4 ed as
deficient districts. In its Regional Equity Atlas!, the Coalition for a Livable Future found
t hat three of the city's ten neighborhoods

and Parkrose). Acquisition of property in Gateway for a park has been a priority since
the URA's inception in 2001, and not a single

U Redevelopment and Job Creation on a Major Arterial. The one-acre redevelopment
site, which is zoned CX (Central Commercial) with generous height limits and floor-area
ratios, is located on a major commercial corridor, NE Halsey Street. The corridor, which
serves as Gat geata ¥ hane to Wbaortatd refil and professional service
businesses. Neighborhoods are anchored by thriving commercial districts offering the
community a spectrum of goods and services. The ultimate redevelopment will reflect
PDC’ s goal s ntard ddliyer catalwiepsofectsito stimulate additional public
and private investment, and 2) enhance the available mix of goods and services to help
create a “20 minute neighborhood?. ”

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While PDC is issuing this RFP, PDC and PP&R staff will effectively work as co-project
managers. It is expected that the development and design process will lead to a
recommendation for a property lot line adjustment, which will effectively parcel out one PDC-
owned parcel and one PP&R-owned parcel. An aerial photo of the Project Site is shown below:

Ultimate redevelopment and park implementation is subject to PDC and PP&R funding and
private developer interest. The selected Consultant Team should include a developer with high-
quality commercial and mixed-us e experi ence; however, the
that the developer has development rights to the approximately one-acre parcel. Nevertheless,
PDC reserves the right to enter exclusive negotiations with the developer on the Consultant
Team.

It is expected that this development and design process result in concepts for the Project Site
with distinctly varied degrees of finality and specificity. Under a contract awarded from this
REFP, the selected Consultant Team will provide a schematic design for the approximately three-
acre park land that has community support and will be ready to transition into design-level

drawings when development funding is identified. The Consultant Team’ s wor K

Task 1: Project Reconnaissance, Site Data Collection, and Project Management
The Selected Consultant will complete a review and reconnaissance of the Project Site including;:
1. Site visit and visual documentation of existing conditions

2. Collect, review and summarize the necessary background information, including zoning

and land development regulations;t he Ci ty and Metro’s parks,

and street plans; past studies; applicable plans and policies; and base data from PDC,
including property boundaries, easements, and topography

Task 1, Deliverables: Project Reconnaissance, Site Data Collection, and Project Management

2. Work plan with schedule for the project (updated, as needed)

Task 2, Activities: Opportunities and Constraints Analysis

Using the information obtained in Task 1, as well as meetings and feedback received from the
Project Team and Citizens Advisory Committee (“CAC”) and Technical Advisory Committee
(“TAC”) in Task 3, the Selected Consultant will prepare an opportunities and constraints
analysis. The opportunities and constraints analysis must identify natural and man-made
features which will affect redevelopment and park opportunities, including slopes, streets,
utilities or other subsurface constraints, circulation patterns, redevelopment prospects,
opportunities for additional public spaces such as urban plazas, local streets and pedestrian
access-way connections, and off-/on-street parking. The opportunities and constraints analysis
should also consider funding, timing, and phasing of development.

Task 2, Deliverable: Opportunities and Constraints

e Opportunities and constraints analysis, meeting the requirements listed above
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Task 3: Stakeholder Involvement & Public Engagement

This task will include meetings with the Project Team, CAC, and TAC to gain an understanding
of the existing conditions and site history, update on project status, participate in project
meetings and generally discuss progress of the work under the contract.

1. Project Team. The Project Team, which is comprised of PDC and PP&R staff, will meet
monthly with the Selected Consultant to review and provide comments on materials.
Proposers should budget for eight (8) 90-minute meetings with the Project Team.

2. Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC). The CAC will be the primary forum for receiving
stakeholder input related to this project. Additional stakeholders may be added to the
CAC at a later date. The CAC will likely meet monthly (but no every month) and will
serve in an advisory capacity to the Selected Consultant and Project Team. Proposers
should budget for five (5) 90-minute meetings with the CAC.

3. Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). The TAC will be comprised of additional staff from
PDC and PP&R, as well as representatives from the Portland Bureau of Planning &
Sustainability, Portland Bureau of Transportation, and Portland Bureau of
Environmental Services. Additional city staff may be added. The TAC will likely meet
immediately after certain CAC meetings, but not as frequently. Proposers should budget
for three (3) 90-minute meetings with the TAC.

4. Three (3) Public Meetings.

1. The first public meeting will provide the opportunity for public input and
feedback on a future park design and the redevelopment site. This meeting will
also help the Selected Consultant generate Principles, Goals, and Objectives for
the park and redevelopment site. (See Task 4 below)

2. The second public meeting will present three alternative draft design concepts
and materials. (Also Task 4 below)

3. The third public meeting will provide the opportunity for public review and
comment on the preferred park design and site redevelopment. (See Task 5
below)

PDC and PP&R will manage, coordinate, schedule, arrange venues and provide
notification for Project Team meetings as well CAC and TAC meetings. Selected
Consultant shall attend and participate in these meetings. For the public meetings, PDC
and PP&R will provide/arrange for a venue and refreshments (if appropriate). Selected
Consultant shall co-host (with the Project Team), facilitate and participate in those
meetings. The timing of all meetings will be determined collectively with the Project
Team and Consultant. Selected Consultant must also document issues raised and
feedback generated at the public meetings.

Task 3, Deliverables: Stakeholder Involvement & Public Engagement

e Public presentation of development and design work and affiliated collateral at three (3)
Public Meetings for attendees.
e Reports detailing the results of each Public Meeting.

Task 4: Draft Development and Design Alternatives

Based on the information obtained in Tasks 1 and 2, the Selected Consultant, with input from
the CAC and TAC and feedback from the first public meeting (Task 3.4.1), will develop
“Devel opment Pramdi bpeect iGoas Site that will guide andPdirect
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the development and design documents in later tasks. Using site analysis to identify conditions
and issues that will affect the plan and recommendations, the Selected Consultant shall draft
three (3) design alternatives for the three-acre park site with complementary one-acre
redevelopment options.

Each concept should address the following elements:

a. Recreational and Community Needs
b. Configuration and Context
c. Phasing Plan
d. Environmental Factors

e Assess how remediation work affects site design and construction activities.
e. Traffic and Access

e Assess historic traffic levels, access, and any local street dedications.
f. Interface of Redevelopment and Park

e Assess where property lot line adjustment is most appropriate for the 3-acre
future park and 1-acre redevelopment sites.

g. Redevelopment Footprint, Massing and Programming

e Assess zoning, height limits, FARs to determine appropriate footprints, floor
plans, access, massing, and orientation for the one-acre re-developable property.

e Propose potential uses, programming and tenants.
h. Town Square/Urban Plaza Analysis
e Assess whether this site has potential and community support for a town
square/urban plaza or urban park amenities.
i. Sustainability Framework

e Establish sustainability goals and implementation recommendations for both the
park design and for the redevelopment site.

Each version of the development and design alternatives must include sketches, drawings, and
other graphic and written materials (including one site plan, and one rendering for each
concept). The three (3) design alternatives will be presented at second public meeting (Task
3.4.2) for comment and final refinement into the preferred design.

Task 4, Deliverable: Draft Development and Design Alternatives

e Minimum of three (3) development and designs meeting the requirements above

Task 5: Preferred Development and Design

After the second public meeting, the Selected Consultant will use feedback from the public,
Project Team, CAC, and TAC to develop the preferred development and design alternative.
This preferred alternative will be presented at the third public meeting (Task 3.4.3) and
discussed with the CAC and TAC for final recommendations.

The Contractor shall maintain, and the Portland Devel o p me nt Commi ssion ("Commi ssi
and its duly authorized representatives shall have access to the books, documents, papers, and records of

the Contractor which are directly pertinent to this specific contract for the purpose of making audit,

examination, excerpts, and transcripts for a period of three (3) years after final payment. Copies of

applicable records shall be made available upon request. Payment for cost of copies is reimbursable by

the Commission.

2. Audits

(a) The Commission, either directly or through a designated representative, may conduct financial and
performance audits of the billings and services specified in this contract at any time in the course of the
contract and during the three (3) year period established by section 1, Access to Records.

7. Remedies

by agreement with another contractor or by a combination thereof. In the event the cost of completing
the work exceeds the remaining unpaid balance of the total compensation provided under this contract,
then the Contractor shall pay to the Commission the amount of the reasonable excess.

9. Indemnity - Claims for Other than Professional Liability

Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the Commission, the City of Portland, and each of their
respective officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions of whatsoever nature,
including intentional acts, resulting from or arising out of the activities of Contractor or its
subcontractors, agents or employees under this contract; provided however, that nothing herein shall be
construed to require indemnification of the Commission for liability attributable to the Commission's sole
negligence.

10. Indemnity - Claims for Professional Liability

Contractor shall defend, save, and hold harmless the Commission, the City of Portland, and each of their
respective officers, agents, and employees, from all claims, suits, or actions arising out of the professional
negligent acts, errors or omissions of Contractor or its subcontractors and sub-consultants, agents or
employees in performance of professional services under this contract.

11. Indemnity - Standard of Care

If Contractor's services involve engineering or consulting, the standard of care applicable to Contractor's
service will be the degree of skill and diligence normally employed by professional engineers or
consultants performing the same or similar services at the time such services are performed. Contractor
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will re-perform any services not meeting this standard without additional compensation, or the
Commission, in its sole discretion, may terminate this contract pursuant to subsection 5(c), Early
Termination of Contract and pursue any and all remedies available.

12. Insurance
[Section 7 in this RFP] is hereby referenced and made a part of this contract.

13. Ownership of Work Products
All work products of the Contractor which result from this contract are the exclusive property of the
Commission.

14. Nondiscrimination

Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and
rehabilitation statutes, rules, and regulations. Contractor also shall comply with the Americans With
Disabilities Act of 1990 (Pub I. No. 101-336) including Title II of that Act, ORS 659.425, and all regulations
and administrative rules established pursuant to those laws.

15. Counterparts

This contract may be executed in any number of counterparts, and any single counterpart or set of
counterparts signed, in either case, by all the parties hereto shall constitute a full and original instrument,
but all of which shall together constitute one and the same instrument.

17. Severability

20.  Recycled Products
To the maximum extent economically feasible, Contractor shall make good faith efforts to use recycled
products in connection with its performance of work under this contract.

21. Governing Law, Venue and Consent to Jurisdiction

The provisions of this contract shall be construed in accordance with the provisions of the laws of the
State of Oregon, without regard to principles of conflicts of law. Any action or suits involving any
question arising under this contract must be brought in the Circuit Court of Multnomah County for the
State of Oregon; however, if an action or suit must be brought in a federal forum, then unless otherwise
prohibited by law it shall be brought and conducted solely and exclusively within the United States
District Court for the District of Oregon. CONTRACTOR, BY EXECUTION OF THIS CONTRACT,
HEREBY CONSENTS TO THE IN PERSONAM JURISDICTION OF SAID COURTS.
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22. Amendments
The Commission and the Contractor may amend this contract at any time only by written amendment
executed by the Commission and the Contractor.

23. Business License

The Contractor shall obtain a City of Portland business license as required by PCC 7.02.300 prior to
beginning work under this Contract. The Contractor shall provide a business license number in the space
provided on page one of this contract.

24. Prohibited Interest

(a) No Commission officer or employee during his or her tenure or for one year thereafter shall have any
interest, direct or indirect, in this contract or the proceeds thereof.

(b) No Commission officer or employee who participated in the award of this contract shall be employed
by the Contractor during the period of the contract.

(c) No person not a party to this contract is an intended beneficiary of this contract, and no person not a
party to this contract shall have any right to enforce any term of this contract.

25. Payment to Vendors and Subcontractors

(a) The Contractor shall timely pay all suppliers, lessors and contractors providing it services, materials
or equipment for carrying out its obligations under this contract.

(b) The Contractor shall not take or fail to take any action in a manner that causes the Commission or any
materials that the Contractor provides hereunder to be subject to any claim or lien of any person without
the Commission's prior written consent.

(c) If the Contractor fails, neglects or refuses to make prompt payment of any claim for labor or services
furnished to the Contractor or a subcontractor by any person in connection with this contract as such
claim becomes due, the Commission may pay such claim to the person and charge the amount of the
payment against funds due or to become due the Contractor by reason of this contract. However, the
payment of such a claim by Commission shall not relieve the Contractor or the Contractor's surety from
obligation with respect to any unpaid claims.

26. Contribution to Industrial Accident Fund; Withholding Taxes; Payment of Medical Care to
Employees

(@) The Contractor shall pay all contributions or amounts due the Industrial Accident Fund from
Contractor or subcontractor incurred in the performance of this contract.

(b) the Contractor shall pay to the Oregon Department of Revenue all sums withheld from employees
pursuant to state law.

Manager.
