NE 97! Avenue Green Street Pilot Project

PDC, Portland Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) .
and Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT) are
collaborating on the Green Street pilot project, a 660 feet
section of NE 97" avenue between Glisan and Davis
streets. The street was identified by the stakeholder
advisory committee for the Central Gateway Street Plan
and Infrastructure Study to promote redevelopment,
implement local street network and the 2008 Gateway
Green Streets Master Plan.

The project cost estimate is approximately $1,157,750
and has several funding sources including a $300,000 1%
for Green grant and $117,000 Watershed Investment Fund
grant from BES to showcase sustainable site practices,
provide natural surface treatment of storm-water for water
guality improvements, increase much-needed green-space
and improve pedestrian access. PDC is investing $324,000
and is coordinating with PBOT to establish a Local
Improvement District (LID) whereby adjacent property
owners would finance up to $440,000. In the end, BES NE 9% Avenue, looking south frorGlisan
grant funds is fmancmg approxmately 35%, PDC 28% and
' ' PDC and PBOT staff met individually with property
owners to describe the street improvements and
gauge support for the LID formation. LID petitions
were mailed and, as of April 4™, 67.5% support was
received, exceeding the 51% threshold for LID
formation. The petition resolution will be presented to
City Council on Wednesday, April 28, 2010, at
10:00am. Public testimony will be accepted during this
time. If the resolution is approved, a subsequent vote
to form the LID would be held in May.

Proposed Budget (Phase 3: March-May): The Requested Budget will be reviewed by
City Council and they will have an opportunity to provide input prior to PDC preparing the
official, fully balanced Proposed Budget, which will be released in late April. Some changes
may be directed by PDC Executive Team in conjunction with the PHB, as a result of
discussions with City Council and be included in the Proposed Budget.

Approved Budget (Phase 4: May-June): City Council, sitting as the PDC Budget
Committee will receive the Proposed Budget, make any formal changes and take action to
approve the budget. URACs and stakeholder will have an opportunity to provide testimony to
City Council on the PDC Proposed Budget at this stage.

Adopted Budget (Phase 5: May-June): Following
approval by the Budget Committee, the PDC Board, working
in conjunction with the PHB, may direct changes to the
budget and adopt the budget at their discretion. Adoption of
the budget will occur following review and certification of the
Approved Budget by the Tax Supervising and Conservation
Commission. There will be an opportunity to provide
additional testimony to the PDC Board at this stage.
