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Gateway Business Development Strategy

The creation of the business development strategy is under way, led by Applied 

Development Economics (ADE), a consulting firm based in California with 

extensive experience in developing business attraction and retention strategies.  

ADE will work closely with local firms Marketek and Parametrix.  The work will 

encompass four key elements: 1) assess and strategize the Gateway areaôs 

transformation into a high job-density ñRegional Centerò; 2) determine how to grow 

existing businesses,  attract new businesses and create jobs; 3) determine the 

most effective tools and resources to grow businesses; and 4) develop an 

implementation plan for public and private sectors to follow.

ADE made their first visit to Portland to kick-off the project on 

June 8 and 9. They toured the Gateway area, met with the 

projectôs Technical Advisory Committee and Citizen Advisory 

Committee (made up of 13 Gateway stakeholders), and 

conducted several business interviews. ADE expects to return 

to Portland in late July and will convene another CAC meeting then. In the 

meantime, their Portland partners will be doing interviews and research, so be 

prepared for a call!   Staff Contact: Estee Segal, (503) 823-3317, segale@pdc.us

NE 97th Avenue Green Street Pilot Project
As part of the funding structure for street improvement, and to demonstrate Green 

Street features in Gateway, a petition resolution was presented to the Portland City 

Council to consider property owner support for a Local Improvement District (LID).  

On April 28, public testimony was taken in relation to the petition. Three property 

owners and six employees from the Gateway Care Center, an assisted living

facility, expressed support of the project.  No one 

testified in opposition of the project. Care Center 

employees look forward to the opportunity street 

improvements will provide Care Center residents 

who will be able to walk down the street without 

fear of falling and have safe access to the multi-

use path.  The first reading of the resolution was 

held May 26, followed by the second reading on 

June 2.  City Council passed the resolution 

unanimously with no remonstrance were received.
