As part o 2% forlAres prGgramywive.racc.org), which requires 2% of most publicly-
funded capital construction projects be set aside for the creation and maintenance of public art, a
Request for Qualifications was issued in November 2008 and open to artists across the

country. An Artist Selection Panel, consisting of representatives from Oregon Clinic, the
Gateway neighborhood, and local artists, reviewed 131 applications and selected four
artists/teams to interview in early 2009 (two of whom were local). Jonathan Bonner, who
teaches at the Rhode Island School of Design, and has a 30-year history in the arts, was
selected for his wit, sophistication and elegance in designing objects for specific sites. His
proposal was approved in Spring 2009.

When it was pointed out that a lot of his work is quirky and humorous, Jonathan responded
simply, Al candt help itl!o

A Af t e rby Johathan Bonner, is located on a triangle of earth bordered by two converging
walkways at the southwest corner of the Oregon Clinic building. The area appealed to Bonner,
whose sculpture is all about geometry and the inter-relationship of shapes, and for this unique
site he designed three identical ellipsoids that emanate from one point and remain equidistant
from that point. The result is a visually engaging geometrical arrangement of stone elements
that suggests flowers, seeds, abstracted
space, or even a sitting figured the
references not intended to be conclusive
however, and viewers are invited to draw
their own conclusions.

This spring, a volunteer brigade will plant
selected evergreens to fill the space
surrounding the sculpture. Anyone
