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Jess Laventall asked about the LID line item in the proposed budget. PDC staff is in 
conversations with the Portland Bureau of Transportation (PBOT) to start a new local 
improvement district (LID) project, hopefully on the next fiscal year. 
 

The rules for how PDC can carry over funds are complex. Many times the funds are 
listed on a project line item because staff budgets for the total cost of the project, but 
staff cannot use those funds until the planning process is complete and the PDC Board 
of Commissioners gives their approval. So then the unused funds are moved to the 
following fiscal year budget until the project can move to implementation.  
 

Budget staff is trying to make URA budgets reflective of the amount of dollars that will 
actually be spent in projects as opposed to how much it could be spent in the pre-
implementation phase. We want to make sure as much as possible that we deliver the 
dollars that are budgeted.
