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3.4 92H Request for Qualifications Update – Justin Douglas, PDC  
 

 In January 2009, City Council approved a zone change for the site located at SE 
92nd & Harold from residential to central employment, which allows for a mix of uses. 

 A Request for Qualifications (RFQ) was issued February 9th.  Submissions are due 
March 31.  RFQ requests statements of qualifications from teams who have done 
this type of work before, understand the Lents neighborhood and have commitment 
to the area and project. 

 An Information meeting was held Monday, March 2, 2009, for developers, architects 
and interested parties.  Approximately 45 people attended.   

 Key redevelopment principles include: transform the Lents Town Center; create a 
showcase transit-oriented development; provide community connections; advance 
sustainability; and celebrate the past and future of this diverse community.  

 A 12-member selection committee of Lents residents, developers, non-profit 
representatives, and PDC staff will review submittals and make a recommendation 
to the PDC Executive Director.  The next steps for the project include selecting a 
development team, conducting a master planning process, assessing the market 
and entering into a formal agreement to develop the site.

3.5     Lents Town Center in 30 years: three outlooks - THA Architects: Will Dann and 
Amanda Petretti   

             

Brief Summary:  

 Consultants, THA Architects, Kittelson & Associates, Marketek and E.D. Hovee, 
were hired to investigate multiple development scenarios for the Lents Town Center 
and produce a report of their findings.  The study is intended to provide the 
development community with alternative visions to build upon as opportunities arise.  

 Three broad potential development scenarios were designed based on staff input, 
urban design, transportation and market studies, to provide potential developers a 
visual guide for development possibilities.  The three concepts are:  

­ Crossroads - focusing on the four corners at 92nd & Foster 

­ Main Street - focusing development on 92nd
 

­ Fabric - focusing on connectivity throughout district.   

All three scenarios help provide an urban vision that encourages pedestrian 
scaleblocks and community connection, emphasizes western and eastern entries 
and highlights the town center showcasing the commercial value.  

 From the three development scenarios, development concepts were generated and 
include:  

­ Civic Center - supported by commercial and transit with a public plaza 
centered in the district.   

­ Commercial Center - supported by civic space and transit, with 
commercial use as the central focus  

­ Transit Center - supported by civic space and commercial use, 
highlighting the transit station as the focus. 

 All of the scenarios and concepts are meant to be mixed and matched to provide a 
menu of options for developers and the community.  The study will be distributed to 
developers to promote development opportunities in the Lents Town Center and 
assist PDC in assigning resources, prioritizing opportunities, considering critical 
acquisitions, and to help guide  the Foster-Woodstock Streetscape Improvement 
Project

3.7 Foster-Woodstock Streetscape Enhancement Project Update – Rich Newlands, 
Portland Bureau of Transportation 

  

Brief Summary:  

  A $2.2 million Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) Grant 
based on the 1999 Transportation Plan was awarded to fund streetscape 
improvements on Foster/Woodstock. 

 A public participation plan will set up a citizen advisory committee (CAC) to assist in 
conducting a plan refinement phase related to implementing the 1999 plan. 
Tentatively, the CAC will assess the following: 

1) How far will $2.2 million go 
2) Traffic calming options 
3) Pedestrian enhancements 
4) Relationship to transit station 
5) Parking options 

 All CAC meetings will be open to the public.  In addition, a public open house will be 
conducted to provide an opportunity for community input. The goal is to have a 
recommendation to the URAC by September 2009, followed by the design 
engineering and construction implementation phases.

3.8 Budget Update and Intro to Stadium Analysis – Faye Brown & Angela Cadena, PDC   
(Note: this item continued despite announcement Lents Park is no longer being 
considered) 

 

 PDC was asked by Mayor Adams to provide a budget analysis of the potential 
impact of a $25 million contribution from the Lents Town Center Urban Renewal 
Area should Lents Park be selected for a AAA baseball stadium.  A draft scenario 
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was developed and reviewed indicating a reduction of financial capacity in 
implementing major URAC priority projects and would likely hinder Plan Amendment 
goals beyond 2013-14. The draft scenario identifies a reduction of $20 million, not 
$25 million, due to a $5 million increase in borrowing capacity not yet included in the 
forecast.  The $5 million, however, would affect total maximum indebtedness. 

 Chair Cora Potter participated on the MLS/AAA Baseball Task Force, which 
recommended that, should Lents Park be selected for the AAA Stadium, any funds 
requested should not have dramatic effect on the development of the Lents Town 
Center.  

 The draft budget, which at this time does not include funds for a new stadium, will go 
before City Council for review on March 17, 2009.  A proposed budget will then be 
submitted officially to the city for further review and approval and final submission 
into an adopted budget.

3.9 Announcements – Juan Carlos Ocaña-Chíu, PDC 
 

 The Lents Little League will hold the grand opening of the new ball fields in Lents 
Park on April 11, 2009. 

 PDC is sponsoring the Urban Renewal and Development course this spring at 
Portland State University and is free for URAC members.  There are  scholarships 
available for anyone interested.  

 URAC members representing organizations whose position expires June 2009 need 
to submit a letter from the organization by April 10, 2009.  This process is being 
conducted for all six URA that have advisory committees. 

 Area neighborhood associations were contacted regarding interest in developing 
and coordinating a potential new format for the Lents Resource Fair.  There was not 
a strong interest. In addition, ROSE CDC is changing their housing fair’s format, so 
PDC staff decided not to partner with them.   Therefore, with these issues and the 
current economic downturn, PDC will re-direct funds from a single event, Lents 
Resource Fair, to support and expand PDC’s presence in the community with 
several existing events.  A new outreach strategy will be developed and brought 
before the URAC at a future meeting for review and input.
